Gsell will be taking the position of Associate General Manager with Running Subway, a New York-based 

entertainment production company. Running Subway conceptualizes, produces, markets and manages 

iconic productions and exhibits. Since their founding in 2004, the company has staged a number of 

successful shows and exhibits combining traditional entertainment with innovative technology, including Dr. 

Seuss’s How the Grinch Stole Christmas! on Broadway, Bodies…The Exhibition at the South Street Seaport, 

and the pioneering run of Sinatra at the London Palladium.  
 

“I have loved every minute of my time at Two River Theater,” says Gsell. “From day one, I have admired Bob 

Rechnitz’s vision and his commitment to artistic excellence, and I continue to marvel at Aaron Posner’s 

ability to deliver theater of the highest caliber to our audience.
