RED BANK, NJ – Eight more shows have been added to the already extended, jam-packed performance 

schedule of Two River Theater Company’s first foray into the world of Shakespeare. Conceived and 

directed by Teller (of Penn & Teller) and Artistic Director Aaron Posner, Macbeth will now run from 

January 15 through February 17, 2008.  
 

This bloody masterpiece, with magic designed by Teller, is TRTC’s most ambitious production to date. 

Directors Teller and Posner describe their vision: “We are creating a pedal-to-the-metal, horror show 

Macbeth, absolutely true to Shakespeare’s spine-tinglingly intelligent, passionate, disturbing, and darkly 

funny text, delivered in a style that connects directly with the great American tradition of horror films—and 

serve Shakespeare’s dense, twisty and sometimes mad-making and maddening prose.” 
 

Macbeth begins previews on Tuesday, January 15; opens Saturday, January 19; and now runs through 

Sunday, February 17. The second extension week includes three student matinees at 10am on 

Tuesday, February 12; Wednesday, February 13; and Thursday, February 14; three evening 
performances at 8pm on Thursday, February 14; Friday, February 15; and Saturday, February 16; and 

two weekend matinees at 3pm on Saturday, February 16 and Sunday February 17.  
 

Macbeth is a co-production with the Folger Theatre in Washington, DC and is sponsored in part by 

Monmouth University. Tickets for Macbeth are $30 - $56. For information about TRTC’s 2007/2008
